RESPONSIBILITY: To implement the Hazard Communication Standard/Globally Harmonized 
System and the Right to Know “HCS/GHS and RTK” to all Stockton Employees.

DETAILS: Training administered online via Blackboard 9 or, if requested, classroom training by 
the RMEHS department.

HOW: You must register for online training by submitting your “username” on this registration 
form link, http://intraweb.stockton.edu/eyos/page.cfm?siteID=177&pageID=17

or, to schedule classroom training, contact the RMEHS department. WHEN: Before working 
with any hazardous substance or within three days after the start of employment.

WHY: It is your Right to Know if any products you work with or around contain hazardous 
ingredients and what preventative measures you can take to avoid exposure.

• Every employee who works with or has the potential for exposure to hazardous chemicals is required to 
receive Initial and Specific training of the NJ PEOSH HCS/GHS Standard and RTK Act before working with 
the hazardous substance(s). This includes faculty, staff, transfers, adjuncts, TES, TA’S, work study, etc.

• Employees are also required to receive refresher training every two years thereafter. The training is 
available on Blackboard 9 which is accessible from the Stockton homepage.

• To receive on-line refresher training, employees will need to contact Janet Mazzocca of the RMEHS 
department at Janet.Mazzocca@Stockton.edu. Please include your Stockton user name and supervisor’s 
name in this email.
